type, printing multiple pages on a single sheet of media (N-up printing), resolution, and watermarks. You
can access the printer preferences in the following ways:

e Through the software application that you are using to print. This only changes the settings for the
current software application.

e Through the Windows operating system. This changes the default settings for all future print jobs.

Printer properties online Help

The printer properties online Help, also called the driver Help, includes specific information about the
functions in the printer properties. This online Help guides you through the process of changing your
printer default settings. For some drivers, online Help provides context-sensitive help that describes the
options for the driver feature you are currently using.

To access the printer properties online Help
1. From the software application, click File, and then click Print.

2. Click Properties, and then click Help.

Print-setting priorities

There are two ways to change print settings for this device: in the software application or in the printer
driver. Changes made in the software application override settings changed in the printer driver. Within
a software application, changes made in the Page Setup dialog box override changes made in the
Print dialog box.

Media that can damage the device

Do not use media that can damage the device.

Do not use media with staples attached.

Do not use transparencies, labels, photo, or glossy paper designed for inkjet printers or other low-
temperature printers. Use only media that is specified for use with HP LaserJet printers.

Do not use paper that is embossed or coated and is not designed to withstand the fuser
temperature.

Do not use letterhead paper that was created by using low temperature dyes or thermography.
Preprinted forms or letterhead must use inks that are designed to withstand the fuser temperature.

Do not use any media that produces hazardous emissions, or that melts, offsets, or discolors when
exposed to the fuser temperature.

Media to avoid

Using media that is outside the device specifications causes a decrease in print quality and an increase
in jams.

Do not use paper that contains cutouts or perforations, other than standard three-hole punched
paper.

Do not use multipart or multipage forms.

To ensure even toner coverage, do not use paper that includes a watermark if you are printing solid
patterns.
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Special media for printing

This device supports printing on special media.

Envelopes
e  Store envelopes flat.
e Envelopes should not be wrinkled, nicked, stuck together, or otherwise damaged. Do not use
envelopes that have clasps, snaps, windows, coated linings, self-stick adhesives, or other synthetic

Resolution Enhancement technology (REt) for improved text.

e FastRes 1200: This setting provides 1200 dpi effective output quality.

e EconoMode: Text is printed using less toner. This setting is useful when you are printing
drafts. You can turn on this option independently of other print-quality settings.

Priority feed slot (HP LaserJet P1008/P1500 Series only)

The priority feed slot holds up to ten sheets of media or one envelope, one transparency, or one sheet
of labels or cardstock. Load media with the top forward and the side to be printed on facing up. To
prevent jams and skewing, always adjust the side media guides before feeding the media.

Main input tray

The main input tray of the HP LaserJet P1007/P1008 holds up to 150 pages of 75 g/m? (20 Ib) paper,
or fewer pages of heavier media (a 15 mm (0.6 inches) stack height or less).

The main input tray of the HP LaserJet P1505/P1505n holds 250 pages of 75 g/m? (20 Ib) paper, or
fewer pages of heavier media (a 25 mm (0.9 inch) stack height or less).

Load media with the top forward and the side to be printed on facing up. To prevent jams and skewing,
always adjust the side and front media guides.

Bf NOTE: When you add new media, make sure that you remove all of the media from the input tray and
straighten the entire stack. This helps prevent multiple sheets of media from feeding through the device
at one time, reducing media jams.

Tray adjustment for short media (HP LaserJet P1007 only)

If you are printing on media shorter than 185 mm (7.28 in), use the Short Media Extender to adjust your
input tray.

During the printing process, paper, toner, and dust particles can accumulate inside the device. Over
time, this buildup can cause print quality problems, such as toner specks or smearing, and paper jams.
To correct and prevent these types of problems, clean the print cartridge area and the device media
path.

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Clearing jams

Occasionally, media becomes jammed during a print job. You are notified through the control panel
lights.

The following are some of the causes of jams:

e The input trays are loaded incorrectly or are too full.

B NOTE: When you add new media, always remove all of the media from the input tray and
straighten the entire stack.

e The media does not meet HP specifications.
